If you
prefer to receive a blessing, simply cross your arms over your chest to signal the clergy. If you need a gluten free wafer, please
extend your hands with palms down. If you need to be served in your seat, please inform an usher. At this time, we will
refrain from offering the common cup (drinking from a common chalice) and will offer the wine by intinction only (dipping
the communion wafer in the cup of wine.) If you wish to receive the wine, please hold the wafer in your fingers as the chalice
bearer comes to you and take care to dip only the wafer into the wine (and not your fingers.) If you are not comfortable
receiving the wine this way, please know that receiving only the consecrated bread at Holy Communion (or the wine only) is
still considered full Communion.
